Mark Feist, Greater Cincinnati Radio Control Club, presented information concerning the youth
organization now Jetsetters.

Jim Bolen — Director of the EMA, spoke to the audience and the board about the EMA and how
it functions. He stated that they report to a 15-member board made up of people representing
multiple government agencies across the county. He stated that he wanted to make everyone
aware of the County’s intention to end their contract with the EMA to provide services to the
community in which all of the townships are members. He stated that the county has hired a
consultant to interview all agencies affected and supported by the EMA over the next few months
to get everyone’s comments and opinions of the EMA about the changes proposed.

Ted Wiseman, Madison Historical Society, stated that he and the 136 Carpenters Union worked
on siding on the cabin at the park. He stated that they completed the siding on the west side of
the cabin and will be back later in the year to do the other side.

EMS — 86 calls which resulted in forty-five (45) patients being transported (41 non-
transports).

There have been 37 calls for service in the last 7 days.

This week is EMS appreciation week.

Training was postponed with Med Flight this week due to the weather, and they will
reschedule it for next month. He stated that they will have fire training next week that
will train their crews on how to deal with compressed natural gas fires.

They received their new fire engine that has a remote-control feature that could shoot
water on a structure while they are driving up to the house. He stated that their new E-1
Engine will be featured in their calendar next year.

EMS receipts to date are $229,000 dollars.

He would like to have coffee with the fire chief once a month.

ROAD/CEMETERY REPORT - Mr. Cassidy reported that the following occurred during the
month of March:

Sold old buckets for the backhoe $670.00.

2. Performed spring clean-up in the cemeteries and cleaned headstones and foundations.

In the future, they will
only have to dig the holes, add gravel, then call the contractor to bring in the foundation
to set. Eventually they will do their own.



4. Zach started mowing this week with one quick pass along the roadways because the
ditches were still too wet. They will eventually get out the arm mower and mow the
remainder.

5. They have fixed the potholes on Keister Road hill, but the roadway may need to be paved
next year because it constantly stays wet.

Mr. Cassidy stated that the current radios are 16 years old and will no longer be serviced/or
operational through the MARCS system after July 1%, 2025. He stated that these radios are used
throughout the year during road projects, snow removal, and other natural disasters. He stated
that this purchase will include radios, external microphones, mobile chargers, and a base bank
charger.

Mr. Coldiron moved; Mr. Willoughby seconded the motion to approve the purchase of six (6)
new portable radios from Motorola in the amount of $22,476.33. Vote: AYES: Mr. Willoughby,
Mr. McGuire, Mr. Coldiron. NAYS: None. The motion was declared approved.

DISCUSSION:

ELECTRIC AGGREGATION — Mr. McGuire stated that Rich Surace sent out letters notifying
people to opt-out of the aggregation program by 6/13/25. The new rate for our aggregation
program will be 8.27 cents and Duke’s new rate in June will be 10.445 cents.

RUMPKE UPDATE — Mr. Cassidy stated that all the bins have been removed, and the signs
have been placed outside to let the community know they have been permaneritly removed.

MOVIE EQUIPMENT — Mr. McGuire stated that we no longer have a need for the movie
equipment and will list it for sale.

RETRACE ESTIMATE - Mr. Cassidy stated that the county bids for retracing were opened
and the cost for the retrace on Mossiman, Circle Parkway, Martz and Cloister Cliffs will be
$4,443.86.

SALVATION ARMY - Ms. Windle reported that the Salvation Army will have a summer food
program from 5/27/25 to 8/4/25 every Wednesday from 5:30 to 6:00 PM. She stated that they
want to use the park to distribute the food. Mr. McGuire suggested that they use the church next
door.

PARKS - Mr. Willougby stated that the architect has been working on the design for the shelter.



LEACH FIELD FOR THE NEW FIRE STATION — Mr. Willoughby stated that they will be
looking at the property next door in front of the park as the location for the septic field for the
new fire station.

BASEBALL FIELDS — Jason with Madison Sports Club, went over locations in the park for the
new baseball field given that the front lot may be the location for the new septic field. There was
a discussion with the board about looking at the area between the road salt barn and the log
cabin.

FIRE LEVY — Mr. McGuire stated that he had a conversation with the Prosecutors Office about
converting the 5-year fire levy into a continuous levy. He stated that they would need to proceed
quickly to start the process by the next meeting to put that question on the ballot.

OPERS — Mr. McGuire stated that he had a meeting with the Fire Chief about the conversion
from OPERS to social security for the members of the fire department and that some members
were requesting refunds of their OPERS contributions. He asked if there was an update on the
process. Mrs. Lapensee stated that all final certifications have been processed for all those asking
for refunds. She stated that OPERS is still trying to decide if some of the employees were
supposed to be members of OPERS or social security due to their dual roles of EMS and
volunteer firefighter. ‘
